
 
 
 
 
 
 
Attached is Palmer Theological SeminaryÕs January term 2008 information sheet, 
with an accompanying tear-off registration form. 
 
The purpose of this document is to enable students to determine what courses they 
will take during the January Term, to register for those courses, and to better 
determine what courses they will need in the subsequent Spring semester.   
 
Intensive Course Requirements 
January courses are intensive.  Each course is held daily during the week(s) that it 
is offered unless otherwise noted; daily classroom time is indicated with each 
course listing.  All intensive courses have pre-class assignments, which will be 
about 1/3 of the total course requirements.  Students will receive the course 
syllabus one month before the start of the term in order to complete the pre-class 
assignments; books will also be available from the Palmer bookstore at that time.  
Every intensive course also has an after-class assignment based on whether it is a 
1-unit or 2-unit course.  Each syllabus will indicate the due date for after-class 
assignments.  No student will be permitted to register  for a January Term 
course after  December  3, 2007.   
  
Registration 
Complete and return the attached form to the RegistrarÕs Office no later  than 
Monday, December  3, 2007 to ensure timely receipt of course syllabi.  Students in 
a degree program at Palmer must obtain their academic advisorÕs signature on 
their registration form.  For CPC and CPE courses, an approval form must 
accompany the registration form (obtainable from the Supervised Ministries 
Department).  Courses being taken for additional units must have a completed 
Learning Contract for Independent Studies form, obtainable from the RegistrarÕs 
Office or the Seminary website, www.palmerseminary.edu.  
 
Payment 
Include appropriate payments. Degree students will receive invoices through the 
Business Office. All students must include a non-refundable registration fee of 
$25.00 for the term. Continuing Education students must include tuition costs with 
application form.

A beginnerÕs course in the language of the New Testament, in which the basic elements of 
grammar are studied and guidance is provided in the use of interpretive tools.  The student is 
introduced to elementary reading in the New Testament.  Two units.

CM 513 Clinical Pastoral Care Practi cum 

Pastoral visitation in a hospital or other institutional setting under clinical supervision.  Verbatim   
reports, reading critiques, supervision, peer discussion and in-service learning experiences are 
included in the program.  At least 160 hours of supervised learning is required.   
Pre-requisites:  CM 503 Personal Dimensions of Min. OR I NT 501 Spiri tual Formation I ; 
CM 502 Intro  to Pastoral Care; CTM 501 Systemati c Theology I ; and sati sfactory  
completion of at least 20 units of seminary  studies. Two units.

One half of a basic unit of supervised clinical pastoral education in certifi ed CPE centers.  The 
program includes verbatim writing, lectures, on-call involvement, peer process group, individual 
supervision and in-service learning experiences.  Can substitute for the required CM 513.   
Pre-requisites:  CM 503 Personal Dimensions of Min. OR I NT 501 Spiri tual Formation I ; 
CM 502 Intro  to Pastoral Care; CTM 501 Systemati c Theology I ; and sati sfactory  
completion of at least 20 units of seminary  studies. Two units.

Four -Week Courses (Fr idays and Saturdays only) 
January 4&5, 11&12, 18&19, 25&26  
 

JCTM 1-08 Chri stus Victor:  Chri stÕs Tri umph Over the Evil Forces.  (Fridays, 5:30 Ð 9:15p.m.; 
Saturdays, 8:30 a.m. Ð 2:00 p.m.). This course is for national and international students who in 
their ministry encounter resistance by groups/ individuals who openly claim allegiance to the 
satanic world.  The resistance may be from those claiming to be part of SatanÕs church, those 
involved in witchcraft and/or casting spells, or those who allow themselves to be in the service 
of the evil one.  The course is intentionally called Christus Victor because we believe that on 
the cross Jesus Christ triumphed over Satan and all his cohorts.  And having disarmed the 
powers and authorities, he made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them by the cross. 
(Col. 2:15) Due to the seriousness of this study, we will spend about 30 minutes in prayer 
before the Lord at the beginning of each class.  Pre-requisites:  B 500 Old Testament 
History  &  Content;  B 501 New Testament Study; CTM 501 Systematic Theology I ; and 
CTM 500 Church History  I  OR CTM 503 Church History  I I .  Two units.   Christian 
Mission or Theology Elective.

Two-Week Courses 
 
January 14-18 and January 22-25 (no class Monday, January 21) 
 
CTM 616 Theology and a Movie (Monday-Friday, 5:30-9:30 pm). The purpose of this course is to 
familiarize students with various contextual theologies/ theologies of liberation, including Womanist, 
African American, Latin@, Asian American, and Feminist theologies.  It will do so by using Latin 
American theology of liberation as a foundational starting point to describe their general methodologies, 
contexts, perspectives, and teachings.  Students will have the opportunity to read primary texts by well-
known theologians of liberation.  They will also view pre-selected fi lms from popular culture to critically 
examine the social locations from which these theologies arise.  Students will be evaluated by their active 
participation and contribution to the course discussion, their ability to evaluate the material (especially the 
fi lms) critically in reflection papers, and the construction of a final research paper exploring a specifi c 
topic within a particular theology of liberation. No Pre-requisites.  I t may be helpful if students have 
taken CTM 505 Theological Foundations of Ministr y, CTM 501 OR 502 Systematic Theology I  OR 
I I , and/or  CTM 520 Cri ti cal Analysis in Theological Studies pri or  to this course.  Two units.  
Theology or Ethics Elective.
